still need regular cleaning and maintenance.

The purpose of the coatings is first and foremost pro-
tecting the metals in the coils and to extend the life-
span of the coils. It will NOT eliminate the need for

maintenance.

The Blygold coating protects the aluminium and the
copper from the environmental influences that can
wreck such havoc on the coils. These influences can
deteriorate the coils to such an extent that, apart from
greatly increased energy usage, the coils themselves
have to be replaced well before their time and at great
expense to the owners of the building.

Coils always need maintenance even if brand new.
Especially salt deposits will build up over time in the
coils, on the tubes between the fins. Salt is very
strong in that it can expand beyond the spaces be-
tween the fins and accumulates to such an extent that
it owi ||l push the fins of
